term futuristic plan for next five to seven years.220/132/33kV Grid Sub-station has beenconstructed at Gunupur in Rayagada District ofworth 90 Crore. After function of this Grid Sub-station Gunupur and its command area, Jalda,Bikrampur will get power supply at 33kV withadequate voltage and reliable power. The utilisationof the state share from Machkund power house willfurther improve that will help the consumers to getone of the cheapest hydro Power. This Grid S/s willalso feed power to Railway Traction Sub-stationsat Palasingi of Naupada-Gunupur section.Similarly, 132/33 kV Grid Sub-station has beenconstructed at Hirakud of Sambalpur of worth 48.40Crores. The Sub-station will feed the load to Remed,Primary S/s to be commissioned by TPWODL underODSSP Scheme. It will also be the Second source tofeed supply to Medical College. The said project willimprove the quality and reliability of power supplyat Hirakud and its adjacent areas namely GandhiNagar, V.S.S Medical College, Sambalpur, HPCL, etcwhich are getting supply through 33kV feederpasses through Hirakud catchment area.220/132kV Grid Sub-station has been constructedat Kesinga along with 220kV line from Bolangir toKesinga at Kalahandi District of worth 110 Crores.The areas like Kesinga, Bhawanipatna, Junagarh,
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Narla, M Rampur, Titlagarh, Kantabanji, Saintala,Muribahali, Tureikela, Khariar, Nuapara,KomnaSinapalli will get benefitted aftercommissioning of this 220kV system. Earlier it wasgetting 132kV power from Bolangir and Therubaliwith single circuit leading to low voltage in 3 districtskalhandi, Nuapara and some part of Bolangir.Railway tractions and Mega lift irrigation points willalso be benefitted and get not only reliable and stablepower but also additional source of power shall beavailable to consumers.132/33kV Grid Sub-station has been constructedat Nawrangpur of worth 34.69 Crores. The areas tobe benefitted after functioning of Nawrangpur S/sare Nawrangpur and its command area,Papdahandi, Sanamasaingaon, Maidalpur area.Earlier these areas were getting power supply fromDabugaoan and Tentulikhunti grids with longtransmission line. After commissioning of this S/s,the line length will be reduced and the reliability willbe improved to a large extent.220/132/33kV Grid Sub-station has beenconstructed at Pratapsasan, Khordha of worth 110Crores. This Sub-station will feed power to the areas

like Balakati, Uttara, Balianta, pratapsasanetc and apart of ring system of twin city of Bhubaneswar andCuttack. This will facilitate in providing alternatesource of power in case of one source is underoutage and will not only minimise the powerinterruption but also provide reliable power withproper voltage profile.220/33kV Grid Sub-station has been constructedat Telkoi in Keonjhar district of worth 55.71 Crores.This sub-station will cater power supply to Telkoi,Jagamohanpur, Pallahara area. It will also cater toaround 15 nos. Gram Panchayats coming underTelkoi block and majority population is tribal. Earlierthese areas were getting supply from keonjhar S/sat a distance of 50 kms leading to low voltage andvulnerable to frequent breakdown as the line waspassing through dense forest.
